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From the Pastor 
“Stir up your power, Lord Christ, and come.” 

This prayer is our Advent refrain each week as we in-

voke the Holy Spirit to “stir up” within us through the 

prayer of the day. These “stir up” prayers in Advent have 

always been my favorite, and every year I discover a 

new reason to fall in love with them again.  

In a literal sense, I love the image of the Holy 

Spirit stirring things up. My mind is filled with images 

of the Spirit swirling, much like a desert windstorm or a 

tidal pool with the waves crashing together. During the 

holidays I am even reminded of the Spirit’s “stirring” 

when I fold flour or eggs into a good batter, or marsh-

mallows in a cup of hot chocolate.  

One of my favorite “stir up” prayers is on the 

third Sunday of Advent. On December 17, we’ll pray, 

“Stir up the wills of your faithful people, Lord God, and 

open our ears to the words of your prophets, that, 

anointed by your Spirit, we may testify to your light…” 

The power of the Spirit stirring up God’s people is em-

powering and exciting. However, it is also downright ter-

rifying. 

There is a stereotype that Lutherans don’t like 

change. We’re often comfortable with our traditions and 

having “always done it that way.” Whether that generali-

zation is true or not is the topic of another time, but per-

haps the same generalization could be made within our 

own lives. How complacent can we become in our rela-

tionship with God? How settled can we become in our 

faith? How content can we become in our practices, tra-

ditions, rituals, and beliefs? Are we truly ready or will-

ing to be stirred up? 

Willingly and knowingly invoking the Spirit to 

stir us up is a scary invitation. After all, the Spirit has 

strong track recorded of stirring things up pretty well.  

Off the top of my head I can think of a large ark, thou-

sands of Israelites crossing the Red Sea, a whale’s belly, 

a wise judge, and of course a young woman named 

Mary. The Spirit is always stirring and filling, empower-

ing and challenging.   

One of the many joys of the Advent season is the 

invitation to begin again. To begin a new liturgical year.  

To enter a new calendar year with excitement, goals, 

hopes, dreams, and ambitions. To begin the story of Je-

sus, from birth and life to death and resurrection. To be 

stirred up. Advent invites us to have the settled, dusty, 

and stagnant parts of our lives stirred up by the Holy 

Spirit. 

This year I am reminded of God’s promise in the 

Spirit to keep stirring. I often want to condition my Ad-

vent prayer with “only if you want to” or “if you think I 

need it.” But the question isn’t if the Spirit will stir, but 

when and how. This Advent I am reminded that our 

prayer is not request or invitation as much as it is a proc-

lamation of faith.   

From the beginning, God stirred up creation. God 

stirred up love when Jesus, Emmanuel and Messiah, 

walked among God’s people in humble service—turning 

the world upside down in the death and resurrection. 

And by God’s grace, God continues to stir things up for 

us in the most beautiful, challenging, and faithful ways.  

How is the Spirit working in your life this Advent? In 

what areas of your faith life might you find the Spirit 

stirring?

Call Process Update:  

The Florida-Bahamas Synod has a manual, Walk-

ing Together through the Transition Process: A Guide 

for Congregational Leaders. A copy of the manual and 

our place along the steps is available in Hart Hall for all 

members to review. The manual is also available on the 

Florida-Bahamas Synod website. There are 12 steps we 

will go through as we call a new pastor. We are currently 

on steps 11 through 12 bolded in the following column.  

 

 

 

Step 1: Current pastor resigns or retires…A celebration 

of ministry together 

Step 2: Congregation receives a transition pastor or in-

terim 

Step 3: A ministry assessment and discernment process 

occurs 

Step 4: The call process begins…call committee is 

formed 

Step 5: Congregational Ministry Site Profile is created 

Step 6: A call list is formed 

Step 7: Interview of candidates 

Step 8: Primary candidates identified and interviewed 

by congregation council 

Step 9: Congregation meets primary candidate 

Step 10: Congregation votes to extend a call; pastor ac-

cepts or declines call 

Step 11: Installation 

Step 12: Evaluation of the process 

 
Council is working with the Synod on setting up 

the date for Pastor Daniel’s installation at St. Mark’s.

Clergy from around the Synod will at-

tend and celebrate this special occasion. Once we have 

the date set, it will be shared with the congregation.

It 

will be a time for spiritual enrichment, vision planning, 

setting expectations, and leadership. This retreat will 

most likely occur in the first quarter of 2018. Again, 

once we have a date, we will share it with the congrega-

tion.

dictated by the clock.

These two quotes are a great way to introduce 

Setting Six from Evangelical Lutheran Worship. The 

music from this setting comes from This Far by Faith – 

our denomination’s African-American hymnal. There 

aren’t any surprise repeats or extended vocal and instru-

mental solos, but notice how this music pulls us into the 

moment. “Lord, Have Mercy” supports the soloist with 

lush jazz harmonies that move carefully with the text. 

“Holy, Holy, Holy” pulses slowly and deliberately, also 

in a jazz idiom. As we sing “Lamb of God,” the underly-

ing triplet feel lends itself to a relaxed gospel shuffle. 

It’s the pace of these songs that make this setting 

suitable for our Advent worship. Our God of richness 

has bestowed musical language on all cultures. We do 

not sing these songs for their novelty or as a passing 

fancy; rather, we sing them to join our voices with the 

whole people of God. 

Lutheran worship values assembly singing. As 

we learn this setting together, participate fully and open 

yourself to a musical style you might not be very famil-

iar with. I think you’ll be glad you did. 

 

A Three-Fold Advent Hymn Festival 
On the shores of Lake Junaluska in North 

Carolina, I participated in my first hymn 

festival. I use the word “participated” be-

cause hymn festivals are not a spectator 

event! The setting was a Methodist one, but 

the leader of the event was a famous Lutheran organist 

named Michael Burkhardt. I had never seen such variety 

presented in the singing of hymns. He used intricate im-

provisations, had women and men sing alternating stan-

zas, accompanied unison singing with fresh harmoniza-

tions, had us sing stanzas in canon—all with the intent of 

enlivening assembly singing of hymns with a common 

theme. 

Since that day, the hymn festival is one of my fa-

vorite worship services. That’s why I was so excited to 

have Aaron David Miller play a hymn festival at the re-

dedication of our expanded organ four years ago. 

 

We have a hymn festival at St. Mark’s on Sunday, De-

cember 10 at 6:00 pm and I hope that you will come. 

 

The theme is Three-Fold Advent: A Hymn Festival 

about Waiting. 
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Advent has always had two parts to it. First, we look for-

ward to Christmas and the birth of Jesus, but the other 

side is that we wait for Jesus to come again in glory at 

the End Times. 

 

This hymn festival is three-fold because we will sing 

hymns about waiting for a king–Jesus coming in glory at 

the End Times: 

 

Fling Wide the Door! (ELW 259) 

Lo! He Comes With Clouds Descending (ELW 435) 

My Lord, What a Morning (ELW 438) 

 

The second part will be about waiting for the Kingdom 

as we sing songs about life in the Kingdom of God:  

 

Comfort, Comfort Now My People ELW 256 

Light Dawns on a Weary World (ELW 276) 

Canticle of the Turning (ELW 723) 

 

Finally, we’ll sing some hymns about waiting for the 

birth of Jesus in our midst: 

 

Savior of the Nations, Come (ELW 263) 

Now the Heavens Start to Whisper 

Come, Thou Long Expected Jesus (ELW 254)

gan, the Festival Choir will sing, and the St. Mark’s
