Brothers and sisters in Christ, 

 

 I believe that every member of our church who 

needs to go into the hospital should be visited Monday 

through Saturday by someone from the church. People 

need to know that they’re not alone in this stressful, 

sometimes frightening time. When I’ve been a full-time 

pastor, this has always been something I’ve done every 

day. 

 As a part-time pastor, I visit those in the hospital 

on the days I’m in the office: Tuesdays and Thursdays. 

But I need help with the hospital ministry on the days 

when I’m not regularly in the office: Monday, Wednes-

day, Friday, and Saturday. Could you help with this? I 

need at least four volunteers—individuals or couples—to 

do this ministry. 

 You don’t need to be a trained therapist, social 

worker, or medical person. You only need four things: 

 

1. A compassionate heart. People in the hospital need to 

know that their church cares—truly cares—about them. 

 

2. Good listening skills. 

 

3. A willingness to keep confidentiality. Never share an-

ything the person you’ve visited has said to you, or any-

thing about their medical condition, without their per-

mission. 

 

4. An ability to pray. If you can pray spontaneously, fine. 

If not, I’ll give you prayers you can use; that will work 

too. 

 

 Does this describe you? Could you help with this 

caring ministry, perhaps one day a week? If so, please e-

mail me or put a note in my box in the church office. I 

will contact you. 

 

 This is part of being a church—being there for each 

other when we need it most. Thank you for considering 

this ministry.

From the Bishop  
February 10, 2017 

Dear sisters and brothers of the Florida-Bahamas Synod, 

The author of Ecclesiastes writes: “For everything 

there is a season, and a time for every matter under 

heaven” (3:1). 

For the past three and a half years it has been my 

season to serve as bishop of the Florida-Bahamas Synod. 

While this was never an office I sought, it has been a re-

markable honor and privilege to serve as this synod’s 

chief pastor. There have been many joys and privileges 

associated with serving as a bishop in this church. At the 

same time, I would be less than truthful if I didn’t con-

fess that the rigors and responsibilities of this office, 

both on the territory of this synod and in the wider 

church, have taken a toll on me spiritually and person-

ally, not to mention the toll it has taken on my family 

during my regular absences. 

Following the Christmas holidays, I spent time 

with Pr. Jennifer and my children reflecting on the toll 

this office is taking on my spirit. I have spent time in 

prayer and shared my struggles in this call with our pre-

siding bishop. I have come to the realization that this call 

is not suited to my spirit. This reflection has led me to 

the decision to resign as bishop of the Florida-Bahamas 

Synod as of March 5. I have not come to this decision 

lightly or easily, but the weight this office has put on my 

soul these last years has led me to be at peace with this 

decision. 

It has been the greatest honor of my ministry to 

serve as your bishop, and there are many, many ways 

that I will miss it. I am not sure what the Lord of the 

Church has in store for me next, but I will take some 
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time over the next several months to listen. Please pray 

for me as I will pray for you in the time ahead. In the 

midst of all the changes and challenges of life, we know 

that God’s love in Christ is the one anchor. 

Life in the synod will go on as usual. Soon, an in-

terim bishop will be appointed who will carry on and 

oversee the work of the Office of the Bishop until the 

next bishop is elected. The Synod Council is meeting 

this weekend and will communicate further details in the 

days ahead.  

Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and 

forever (Hebrews 13:8). Thanks be 

to God!

Council Retreat  
 Council held a retreat on Saturday, February 11 at 

the home of Patrice Roux-Neal. We were able to spend 

some time outside of the structured monthly council 

meeting to discuss St. Mark’s.  

 We started with a SWOT analysis of St. Mark’s. This 

included talking about our thoughts on the strengths (S), 

weaknesses (W), opportunities (O) and threats (T) at St. 

Mark’s. We also spent time discussing the history of St. 

Mark’s Ark, hearing about challenges of the Ark and dis-

cussing opportunities for more partnerships between the 

congregation and the Ark families.  

 Notes from our retreat can be found on the walls in 

Hart Hall. Please take a look at all that was discussed. 

 

stew·ard·ship noun [ˈstü-ərdˈship] 
 

 a. stewardship is careful and responsible manage-

ment of the money, property, and resources that God has 

entrusted us. 

 b. stewardship is providing for the ministries that 

God has entrusted to our care. 

 

The definition above about stewardship came from 

the womenoftheelca.org website. After several searches 

for a definition, this is the one that spoke to me the best. 

We often think of stewardship and immediately move to 

money, but the reality is stewardship covers a broad 

spectrum of talents we each have that God created in us 

to serve Him. Stewardship is a focus on how we each 

identify what we have to offer to God and how we then 

use our talents to support ministries of God. Ministries 

within St. Mark’s focus on the actions: send, invite, 

nourish, and celebrate. We live these ministries each day 

by inviting visitors to come back to a service, serving 

pancakes and fellowship on Shrove Tuesday, sending 

hope into the community through a blood donation or 

canned goods, celebrating the word of God through song 

and worship, nourishing our children with Bible stories, 

or maintaining our property through paint and plumbing. 

Each one of us has gifts to support these ministries and it 

is up to us and our church family to develop these gifts. 

Wait…Did I just say it is up to us and our church 

family to develop these gifts? Yes. I believe we as a con-

gregation help to develop the gifts of all who are around 

us. I grew up in the church and more specifically inside 

and outside the walls of St. Mark’s. If it were not for the 

members around me growing up, I would not have 

learned how to support the ministries of St. Mark’s. I 

was recently honored by Volunteers in Medicine as one 

of twelve women with heart in the community. We did a 

video about volunteerism and each one of us spoke about 

how we got involved in our communities. I shared how 

growing up in my church I was surrounded by volunteer 

opportunities. I gave a specific example of being about 

11 years old and going out to work on a Habitat for Hu-

manity house with my parents and church. I saw the con-

gregation of St. Mark’s raise money for a house; then we 

went together and worked on the house. I had fun work-

ing in the yard of this house. I was shocked! I hated 

working in the yard in my own home, but somehow lay-

ing sod and planting flowers in a complete stranger’s 

home was fun, What??!! How was that possible? Isn’t 

work supposed to be hard? No. I learned at a young age 

that when your “work” has a purpose and you have a 

passion for the work you do, “work” will never be hard. 

Instead, work becomes a part of who you are, your work 

becomes a part of how you act, how you treat people, 

and how you respond when challenges arise. I got to be a 

part of something bigger than myself at an early age be-

cause of my church. I learned that working with a mis-

sion in mind is not work at all. 

The ELCA says “[stewardship] is about how we use 

all that God has entrusted to our care—our time, our tal-

ents, and our treasures— to love God and our neighbors, 

both inside and outside of the church walls and our 

homes.” The best part about this definition of steward-

ship is it does not have a start or end part of the defini-

tion. Stewardship does not mention any requirements for 
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attending a monthly meeting, writing minutes or placing 

a name in an org chart. Those are important parts of or-

ganizations and businesses, but they are not the focus of 

stewardship. There is no mention of money, but a focus 

on how we use our own treasurers to grow our love for 

others which reaches inside and outside our church. It 

can be hard to know what treasurers we hold within, but 

we are fortunate because church is where we can learn 

about our treasurers. Church should be a safe place for 

all to develop their time, talents, and treasures. It should 

be a place where members and visitors, young and old 

are nourished with supportive messages of stewardship 

and talent development. 

The mission programs we support both inside and 

outside our church must be supported by our members 

and they must be led by leaders of the congregation. 

Who are the leaders of the congregation? Council? Pas-

tor? Executive Committee? Members? According to 

stewardship, it is all of us. We each have been entrusted 

by God with special gifts that allow us “to love God and 

our neighbors, both inside and outside the church walls 

and our homes” (ELCA). Each one of us has a gift to 

give, and I hope you can develop that gift at St. Mark’s. 

We have many ministries that invite, send, celebrate, and 

nourish our community and church. 

If these thoughts on stewardship have you thinking 

about how you can help “provide for the ministries that 

God has entrusted to our care” keep checking out the 

weekly Roar for information about an upcoming gather-

ing to learn about stewardship opportunities. Don’t 

worry, you will not be asked for money, but you will be 

asked for your time and talents.
